What’s this all about?

Renewing the Peacebuild Board of directors.  Current members of the Board are: Peggy Mason, Chair; Carrie Vandewint, Vice Chair, Douglas Fraser, Secretary; Tiffany Kizito, Secretary, and Don Hubert. Those elected for the first time or re-elected on November 30 will join Carrie Vandewint, the sole elected incumbent member of the Board, who is halfway through her two-year term. The actual size of the Board is set by the Board, but the target is a total of 10 members. Peacebuild is particularly interested in attracting two or three new Board members who have professional financial oversight qualifications and would be interested in providing audit and other financial advice and oversight as part of an Audit Sub-Committee of the Board.

To do what?

Help set the Peacebuild’s strategic direction, establish a framework for policy, planning and financial management to realize that direction; monitor the organization’s performance, including the work of Peacebuild’s Coordinator, to ensure that he or she is delivering on the organization’s strategic plan, while meeting all legal requirements. (A full job description is attached)

Who can be a candidate?

Candidates for the Board of Directors must be nominated by a Member in good standing of the network. They can be nominated prior to the meeting or from the floor of the meeting. Candidates need not be Members of the network, but on being elected they must join within 10 days.

Who’s a Peacebuild member in good standing?

Those who have paid their membership fees for the current fiscal year (April 1, 2008 to March 31, 2009)

Who can vote at the AGM?

An individual member or one voting delegate designated by a member organization.  

Is there a cut-off date for determining who can vote? 

Yes, and it’s November 25. If you or your organization are not a paid up member of the Peacebuild as of November 25, you will not be able to vote on November 30 at the AGM.

Will information on the candidates be circulated before the AGM?

Yes. Candidates must supply information to identify themselves and their reasons for seeking to join the Board of Directors. That information will be sent to Peacebuild members by November 27. Candidates who are nominated from the floor must also be prepared to provide at that time copies of their biographical notes and statement of candidacy.
Who’s in charge of the election process?

Ultimately, the current Peacebuild Board of Directors but it has enlisted the help of a volunteer nominations manager, who will be helped by individuals at the Peacebuild secretariat.
