Mines Action Canada (MAC) and the international Cluster Muniton Coalition have launched the People’s Treaty to ban cluster bombs and need your help to get 500,000 signatures before the new Convention banning cluster bombs opens for signature on December 2nd, 2008 in Oslo, Norway.
The People’s Treaty was launched internationally on 30 May 2008 – the final day of the Dublin Diplomatic Conference on Cluster Munitions after over 100 of the participating states unanimously adopted the text of a new treaty that would ban the use, production, stockpiling and transfer of cluster bombs.  Since then MAC and our global colleagues have been working hard to ensure that as many states as possible sign the new treaty this December  We have less than four months to ensure that countries – including Canada – will be ready to sign the treaty so that it can become binding international law as quickly as possible.  Our goal is to collect 500,000 signatures to handover to governments at the signing ceremony to remind governments that the world is watching and that we expect governments to fully commit to solving this problem once and for all.
